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The Geographic Board recommended the name “Kawerau” for the new Mill town and it was provisionally 
accepted in May 1953, prior to being officially gazetted.  Kawerau was the name given to a large strip of 
land stretching from the Rotorua-Whakatane highway near Te Teko through to Mt. Tarawera.  The 
Tarawera River passes through the centre of the area which is dominated by Mt. Putauaki (Mt. 
Edgecumbe). 
 
Kawerau is also the name of an old Maori pa which is about 1.6 kilometres from the highway.  The land 
was settled by the Maori people soon after the arrival of the first canoes of the great migration in 1350AD 
possibly because of the presence of the Onepu Hot Springs.  
 
The first inhabitants were of the Te Tini o Kawe-rau tribe and the majority of Maori people living in Kawerau 
in the initial days was descended from this tribe and of the Ngati Tuwharetoa branch of Te Arawa. 
 
A true translation of Kawerau is difficult to establish in the English language.  It is said that the name is 
particularly suited for the newsprint industry because one literal translation is “countless carriers”. 
 
Kawe in Maori means to carry, bring or take, and rau has three meanings: a hundred, wrapped up and a 
leaf.  The nearest meaning which can be obtained is considered to be “carrying something enveloped”. 
 
The District is steeped in early history and a totara canoe covered by about 30cm of volcanic ash and 
70cm of peat was found near the foot of Mt. Putauaki.  It is believed that a large pa existed on the site. 
 

 
 
The Kawerau area was first settled by the Maori people soon after the arrival of the first canoes during the 
migration from Hawaiiki in 1350AD. The inhabitants were of the Te Tini o Kawe-rau tribe which took its 
name from a Polynesian Chief. There is considerable evidence that the Tarawera River Valley once 
supported a large Maori population prior to the eruption of Mt. Tarawera. 
 
In the early 1950s the Government was involved in the consideration of how to use the timber in the 
Kaingaroa Forest. It was decided to establish a pulp and paper mill adjacent to Onepu on the banks of the 
Tarawera River. The Government, the Fletcher Company and others were involved in planning which led 
to the formation of the Tasman Pulp & Paper Company (now Norske Skog Tasman/Carter Holt Harvey 
Tasman) in 1952.  The residential area of the town was laid out and buildings established under control of 
the Ministry of Works. 
 
The Kawerau Borough was officially created in April 1954. The control of administration was vested in a 
Town Commissioner appointed by the Government. In November 1955, the Town Commissioner 
convened a public meeting which elected a panel of eight persons to serve as an Advisory Committee. 
The system of Town Commissioner, assisted by that Advisory Committee, continued until 1959. 
 
Provision was made in the Kawerau Borough Act for full autonomy in 1968 with the abolition of the 
provision of an Advisory Commissioner and Tasman’s rights to appoint members. The Board resolved that 
a Borough Council of ten Councillors together with a Mayor be elected and the election of the first Council 
took place in October 1968. From then, the normal Borough administration proceeded in terms of the 
Municipal Corporations Act 1954.

On many days Kawerau 
is the hottest place in New Zealand. 
 
In winter (May to October), the average daily maximum temperature is around 20.4 degrees Celsius. 
Crisp, early morning frosts are usually followed by clear, sunny days.

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LOCAL GOVERNMENT REFORM 
 
Sweeping changes were made in 1988/89 to the legislation affecting Local Government and on 1 April 
1989 the Kawerau Borough Council resolved to change its name to the Kawerau District Council. The 
Local Government Commissioner did not make any changes to the boundaries or name of the Kawerau 
District Council on 1 November 1989, when many other local authorities were forced to amalgamate.

DESCRIPTION AND EXPLANATION OF THE COAT OF ARMS DES IGN 
 
The arms have been designed to reflect the life, culture, industry and 
topography of the area. The indented line in the centre of the arms 
alludes to the teeth of a saw and stylised representation of pine trees to 
the forestry industry which is the commercial life of the District. The 
indented line also suggests energy. The three wavy lines depict the 
water of the Tarawera River. 
 
The per chevron alludes to Mt Putauaki (Edgecumbe) which dominates 
the landscape. The indented line through this may also be taken to 
allude to the story in Maori mythology “Mt Edgecumbe became 
separated from the mountain range called Ko Putauaki on the eastern 
side of Mt Tarawera .” 
 
The green represents the forest and natural beauty of the area while the gold represents the wealth of the 
District attributed to the forestry industry. 
 
The early settlement by the Maori people and the agricultural importance of the area are depicted by the 
Ko (digging stick). 
 
The crest is in the form of a Maori head, Koruru. This device was taken from the Mayoral chain of the 
District. It represents the rich Maori history of the area. The form of Koruru is one commonly used on 
Meeting Houses in the Bay of Plenty. 
 
The arms were received in Wellington from the New Zealand Herald Extraordinary to Her Majesty the 
Queen on 17 May 1985 and presented at a special meeting of the Kawerau Borough Council in June 
1985. 
 
The Coat of Arms is hung in the Council Chamber.

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MT. PUTAUAKI (Edgecumbe) 
 
Overlooking the town is Mt. Putauaki, the scene each year of athletes from all over the country and 
overseas vying to be the first to the top and down again, in the annual King and Queen of the Mountain 
Race. 
 
There are several meanings to the name Putauaki: 
Puta – stack auaki – smoke 
Pu – mound tauaki – high point 
 
Putauaki is an important landmark for Ngati Tuwharetoa 
and is recognised as a symbol of identity for the iwi.   It 
is inextricably linked to the people through both 
whakapapa and physical attachment. 
 
Tuwharetoa vested mana of Putauaki in Aotahi.  With 
that honour bestowed upon him, Aotahi established his 
Pa at Te Tahuna, at the base of Putauaki.  There are 
many ana koiwi (caves with bones) on and around the 
slope of Putauaki, one being Te Niho-o-te-Kiore, where 
Te Aotahi is interred and another Takitauaki, another, 
Rangitatau, another, Nukuhou-Te-Kopu – Te Hoehoe – 
Takanga-i-o-Apa. (Ref: late Shuki Savage from Onepu). 
 
 
TROUT FISHING 
 
Trout fishing in Kawerau and the Bay of Plenty area is 
open all year round.

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TARAWERA FALLS  
 
The Tarawera Falls are located in the Tarawera Forest 
approximately 20 minutes drive from Kawerau.  An access 
permit must be obtained to travel through this private forest.  
Permits cost $2.50 (or $3.50 with maps) and directions to 
the Falls are signposted from the access point at 
Waterhouse Street.  Permits can be obtained from the 
Kawerau Information Centre.  
  
A number of tribal groups including Te Arawa and Ngati 
Awa have traditional associations with this site.  Te Arawa 
today is a confederation of eight tribes, said to be 
descended from the eight children of the ancestor Rangitihi; 
Nga Waru Pumanawa O Te Arawa – the eight beating 
hearts of Te Arawa. 
 
Ngati Rangitihi, one of the eight Te Arawa tribal groups, are 
the current guardians of the area.  They are said to have 
been so, since Tuwharetoa, ancestor of the Ngati 
Tuwharetoa people of the Taupo area left for Taupo, 
perhaps 500 years ago.  Ngati Tuwharetoa is also 
descended from the Te Arawa canoe and is closely related 
to the Te Arawa Confederation. 
 
Ngati Rangitihi calls this place Te Tare O Hape or Nga Wao 
O Hape.  In Ngati Rangitihi tradition, Hape is the goddess of 
fresh water.  As the river flows from Lake Tarawera to the 
Falls, it is likened to Hape’s birth canal.  The Falls 
themselves are behind the entrance. 
 
Ngati Rangitihi have never lived at the Falls because it is Wahi Tapu (a sacred place), but they have 
occupied the surrounding area. 
 
Tuwharetoa originally came from this area after his father Mawake Taupo died.  Tuwharetoa decided to 
move further inland to Taupo.  It had always been his father’s wish to take Taupo, which is why he was 
called by that name.  Tuwharetoa’s mother Hahuru, distraught at the death of her husband and having 
lost her son as well, pined to death sitting on the rocks you can see in front of the Falls. 
 
The cliff face is the end of an ancient rhyolitic lava flow that is believed to have poured from an erupting 
Mt. Tarawera about 115 years ago.  The high cliffs resulted from rapid erosion of the thick lava, mostly 
occurring when great floods passed down the river.  The lava is highly fractured and the river flows 
downwards through joints in the rock.  About 30 metres back from the cliff top, the Tarawera River 
disappears into subterranean chambers re-emerging through the rock face. 
 
On rare occasions the river flows over the top cliff.  After the 1886 Tarawera Eruption, volcanic debris 
formed a barrier near the outlet of Lake Tarawera.  This barrier gave way in 1904.  In a few days the 
water level in the lake dropped two to three metres.  The great volume of water caused the river to flow 
over the top.  Up river, beyond the falls, the walking track takes you past another place where the river 
disappears underground through fissures in the lava.  Vegetation here has developed since the 1886 
Tarawera Eruption.  Both pohutukawa and rata are found growing here.  An unusual feature is the range 
of hybrids of these two closely related species that occur in the area.  Evidence of this interbreeding is 
seen in the variety of leaf shapes found on the forest floor.  Migrating eels have been seen climbing 
determinedly over grass, scrub and rock up the western side of the falls in search of habitat further 
upstream. 
 
The Tarawera Falls are under the control of the Department of Conservation.  Visitors are asked to 
respect the site and assist the Department’s efforts to protect and restore it by keeping to the formed 
pathway.  The trip is approximately a five hour return walk.

Kawerau has a free, heated, swimming pool complex, beside Prideaux Park. It has a large outdoor 
recreation and play area, where barbecue and picnic tables are available for families and larger groups. 
 
There is a large 30 metre pool which is divided by a bulkhead into a 25 metre pool and a 5 metre pool. 
There are also two smaller pools for children.  A new spa pool was opened in 2008.  All pools have some 
sun shading. 
 
Opening Hours 
 
The pool is open every day with the exception of Christmas Day and an annual two week maintenance 
period. 
 
The winter season  usually starts at the end of the first school term and finishes at the end of the third 
school term. During this time the temperature is maintained at 38 degrees Celsius - ideal for relaxing, 
although not recommended for active swimming. 
 
During the winter season the pool is open from 10.00am - 7.00pm daily. 
 
The summer season  starts in October and continues until March, with a pool temperature of  
28 degrees Celsius. Opening hours are from 8.00am - 6.00pm Monday to Friday and 8.00am - 8.00pm 
Saturday and Sunday.

Private hire of the whole pool complex is available throughout the year, except during public times, at an 
hourly rate of $25.00 plus a refundable bond of $200.00.  This is particularly suitable for large groups.

Trust your feelings, but at the same time 
bear in mind that your disapproval may be unjustified and that community support aims to break down 
barriers and isolation in communities.  These may well be the people who need the support of your group. 
 
Community support is the foundation of people learning to live happily and safely together in a community.  
When one caring household becomes a band of 8-12 caring households side by side with another band of 
caring households, they have tremendous impact and support for one another and that’s what 
Neighbourhood Support is all about.

               DRIVER LICENSING 
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 BUILDING CONSENTS 

 
 Council has been accredited by International Accreditation New Zealand and registered by the 
Department of Building and Housing as a Building Consent Authority as required by the Building Act 2004. 

Most building work requires a Building Consent before you are allowed to start any excavation or 
construction. A Building Consent ensures your plans and specifications comply with the New Zealand 
Building Code. All building work must comply with this Code and the relevant New Zealand Standards. 

Either before or at the time you apply for a Building Consent, you will also need to obtain a Project 
Information Memorandum (PIM). The PIM will include all information known to Council which may be 
relevant to the project or site and could identify design elements required specifically for the proposed 
building works and whether or not you need a Resource Consent.  There may be conditions imposed 
on your PIM requiring things like geotechnical ground testing to prove your site is capable of supporting 
the structure proposed. 

Types of activities requiring a Building Consent include: 

�  Swimming pools, spa pools and pool fencing 
�  Retaining walls over 1.5m (no surcharge) 
�  Retaining walls any height incurring surcharge 
�  Decks over 1.0m high  
�  Fences over two metres in height 
�  Pergolas attached to buildings 
�  Free-standing non-habitable buildings larger than 10m2 or less than the height of the building from the 

boundary or a dwelling 
�  Plumbing and drainage work including replacing hot water cylinders 
�  Demolition of buildings 
�  Relocation of buildings 
�  Additions, alterations to existing buildings 
�  New buildings 
�  Change of use of a building 
�  Heating including fireplaces, ventilation and air-conditioning systems 
�  Plumbing and drainage.  

If you are unsure, check your proposal over with Council's Building Control Officer who can advise you 
on what you need to do.  

Provided that all the required information is supplied with the application, or the application does not 
require resource consent, Council's aim is to complete processing of building consent applications 
within 20 working days. 

Council can stop the time clock on processing an application if further information is requested.

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CIVIC FUNCTIONS 
�
New Zealand Citizenship  
 
A public ceremony is a very important step in the process of becoming a New Zealand citizen. It is an 
opportunity for you to publicly declare your allegiance to New Zealand and for the local Kawerau 
Community to welcome you on behalf of all New Zealanders. 
 
Successful applicants for New Zealand Citizenship are required to attend a public citizenship ceremony 
at the Council. At the ceremony, applicants stand before the Mayor and take the Oath or Affirmation of 
Allegiance, declaring that they will honour Her Majesty Queen Elizabeth II, obey the laws of New 
Zealand and be a good citizen. 
 
It is only after swearing allegiance that applicants become New Zealand Citizens. Until they receive 
their certificates personally from the Mayor, they are unable to call themselves New Zealand Citizens 
even though they have received approval from the Department of Internal Affairs as to their suitability.

Young Achiever Awards  
 
Young Achiever Awards are to recognise the high level of achievement by many of the students within 
the Kawerau District. 
 
Nominations for awards are called for each year in August for students who, in the previous 12 months, 
have attained regional, national or international recognition in their sporting or academic fields or have 
won an event while representing the Bay of Plenty. 
 
A sub-committee considers each nomination and, based on the criteria, either approves or declines the 
application.  All successful candidates are invited to a public ceremony hosted by the Mayor either at 
Kawerau College or Kawerau Intermediate, where each student is presented with a certificate noting 
his/her achievements. 
 
Usually about 50-100 students qualify for an award each year.  Parents, grandparents and teachers are 
invited to attend.  The host school provides a guest speaker and entertainment as part of the ceremony 
and afternoon tea afterwards.

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CIVIL DEFENCE  
 
Council’s primary Civil Defence emergency management responsibility is to ready 
the Kawerau Community for response in times of disaster through heightened 
awareness and good planning. 
 
Council promotes public awareness and education programmes, training and volunteers’ exercises and 
provides support and co-ordination for community groups that will have roles in the event of a major 
disaster. 
 
Council maintains a “ready to set up” facility if an emergency occurs, a welfare organisation and a rescue 
unit. 
 
You can help in the following ways: 
 
�  Prepare your own household emergency plan  
�  Join a Neighbourhood Support Group  
�  Join a Civil Defence Volunteer/Welfare Section  
�  Make sure that you and your family are prepared for an emergency. As a guide, you should have 

enough food and water for each person to last three days and a few other essentials: 
�  Canned, non perishable food  
�  Water (3 litres per person per day – remember the storage you already have in your hot water 

cylinder)  
�  Portable BBQ or other means of cooking  
�  Personal medication  
�  Personal papers including identification (e.g. birth certificate)  
�  Torch, batteries  
�  Radio, batteries  
�  Toilet paper, plastic bags and bucket.  

 
If you have family pets, you need to include them in your planning.

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COMMUNITY FUNDING 
 
Community Grant Scheme  
 
The Community Grant Scheme is a Council fund to enhance the well-being of Kawerau people by 
supporting groups and/or services that improve the quality of life of Kawerau residents.  Requests for 
grants and donations are called for by Council in February of each year and close in early March.  
Successful applicants receive their grants and donations in July (the beginning of Council’s new 
financial year). 
 
Who May Apply  
 
Any non profit group that provides a service which enhances the quality of life of Kawerau residents by 
providing people welfare services and/or providing animal welfare services. 
 
Funding Available  
 
Council may contribute up to $3,000 to any one applicant. If you need to apply for a grant over $3,000 
you should consider applying to the Lottery Grants Board and/or BayTrust.  
 
Applications for Funding   
 
Applicants are required to complete an application form. All applications will be treated as confidential 
by Council. Applications for funding must be submitted in writing and contain the following information: 
 

�  Demonstrate that the request will fulfil a community need. 
�  Provide evidence that the project is financially viable i.e. The project will proceed. 
�  Provide a full budget breakdown for the project and provide an up to date balance sheet. 

 
 
Development Feasibility Fund  
 
Who May Apply  
 
Anyone may apply to this fund for money to assist him/her to develop a business idea which is likely to 
result in additional employment of Kawerau people within two years, or which has a significant benefit 
to the Kawerau Community. 
 
Funding Available  
 
The Council may contribute up to $1,500 to assist in the development of a business plan or other 
development feasibility studies relating to the proposed business. 
 
Applications for Funding  
 
All applications will be treated as confidential by Council.  The proposed business must be located in 
Kawerau, or have a significant benefit to Kawerau.  All applications must be in writing and provide the 
following information: 
 

�  Specific details of the proposed business 
�  An outline of how the business plan or development feasibility study is to be prepared and who will 

write it 
�  The level of funding requested 
�  Specific details on how the funds will be used 
�  Details of additional funding sought elsewhere  
�  Details of other feasibility studies already undertaken.  

 
When the application has been approved, half the amount will be paid at the beginning of the study and 
the balance when the study is completed. 
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Event Marketing Fund  
 
The Event Marketing Fund is a Council fund to assist individuals or organisations to hold a new annual 
event in the Kawerau District. 
 
Who May Apply  
 
Any person/organisation may apply to Council for funds to assist that person/organisation to hold a 
specific event or events in the Kawerau District. The event(s) must have a significant benefit to the 
Kawerau Community and applicants need to demonstrate that the event will be, or is likely to become, 
an annual event. 
 
Funding Available  
 
Council may contribute up to $1,000 in the first year for new events and up to $500 in the second year 
for the same event.  
 
Applications for Funding   
 
Applicants are required to complete an application form. All applications will be treated as confidential 
by Council. Applications for funding must be submitted in writing and contain the following information: 
 
�  Give specific details of the event being targeted 
�  Indicate that the level of funding being requested will be used to attract the event being targeted 
�  Give specific details on how the funds being requested will be used to attract the event being targeted 
�  Give specific details on other sources of funds to be used for targeting the event 
�  Indicate the expected outcome of the event targeting exercise 
�  Provide general details as to the proposed sources of funding to stage the event if it proceeds 
�  Provide details on the expected economic benefit to the Kawerau Community 
�  Once the targeting campaign is completed, applicants must provide Council with: 

�  A report on the outcome and the probable reasons for success or failure 
�  A Balance Sheet for that event.

Who May Apply 
 
Any properly constituted group serving one Bay of Plenty Community in the following areas: 
 
�  Children and youth  
�  The elderly 
�  Organisations with significant volunteer (unpaid) input 
�  People with disabilities (see also Dillon Scholarship) 
 
Funding Available 
 
You should apply at least six months before your project is due to start. There are no fixed “cut off” 
dates.  Successful applications are announced and donations are paid in March, May, August and 
November of each year. 
 
Applications for Funding   
 
Application forms are available from the Council Office.  Once you have completed the application form, 
you must post it to BayTrust.  
 
Applications for funding must contain the following information: 
 

�  All questions fully answered 
�  Attached:  Foundation Document (Constitution, Deed, Rules, etc.) 
�  Letter of support from “parent” organisation (where appropriate) 
�  Detailed costings, quotes, estimates

�  Income Tax exemption letter (not Resident Withholding Tax or GST exemption)

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LOCAL ARTS FUNDING SCHEME 
 
 
Kawerau District Council administers the Creative Communities Scheme, which is funded by Creative 
New Zealand. Creative New Zealand is a central government agency and is New Zealand’s main 
organisation for funding of the arts.  The purpose of the Creative Communities Scheme is to increase 
participation in arts in the Kawerau District and increase the range and diversity of arts available to the 
local community.  
 
Who May Apply 
 
You can apply for funding through Creative New Zealand as long as your project meets all of the 
following: 
 

�  Has an arts or cultural focus  
�  Takes place within the Kawerau District and/or benefit the District  
�  Meets at least one of the three funding criteria listed below 
�  Benefits the local Community 
�  Not started before an application or funding is assessed  
�  Not been funded by Creative New Zealand for the same purpose. 

 
Creative New Zealand has three funding criteria for this Scheme. They are: 
 
1.  Projects that increase active participation in the arts 
2.  Projects that increase the range and diversity of arts available, and 
3.  Projects that enhance and strengthen the local arts sector.  
 
The allocation of any funding for Creative New Zealand requires 30% of the total cost of the project to 
be met by the applicant. 
 
Funding Available 
 
Council receives $9,185 per year from Creative New Zealand and the average grant made is usually 
less than $2,000.   If you need to apply for a grant over $8,000 you should consider discussing your 
project with Creative New Zealand to see if it qualifies for national funding.  
 
Applications for Funding 
 
Applicants are required to complete an application form. All applications will be treated as confidential 
by Council.  
 
Applications for funding must be submitted in writing and contain the following information: 
 

�  Have you answered every question on the application form? 
�  Do your figures add up? 
�  Have you attached a current financial statement or a balance sheet? 
�  Have you attached evidence of endorsement from local affiliated clubs?

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DOG CONTROL 
 
The registration of dogs is a statutory obligation under the Dog Control Act 1996.  There are around 1,100 
dogs  registered  with  Council.  Council  operates  an  “Approved  Owner Scheme” which provides 
reduced registration fees to qualifying owners. 
 
As well as registering their dogs, dog owners are required to: 
 
�  Keep their dogs under control at all times, including leashing in public places (leash device to be no 

longer than one metre)  
�  Ensure their dogs receive proper care and attention, are supplied with sufficient food, water, and 

shelter and receive adequate exercise 
�  Ensure their dogs do not cause a nuisance to any person and do not injure, endanger, or cause 

distress to any person  
�  Ensure that dogs do not injure, endanger, or cause distress to any stock, poultry, domestic animal or 

protected wildlife 
�  Muzzle dangerous and menacing dogs in public places  
�  Accept liability for damage done by their dogs (including traffic accidents) 

 
Council maintains a dog pound and undertakes dog control in the District. Council’s dog control service 
provides 24 hour, 7 day coverage to deal with dog attacks, roaming, barking and other complaints. 
 
Council has adopted a Policy on Dogs and a Dog Control Bylaw. These provide guidelines and standards 
for the dog control service. Copies of these are available on request. 
 
 
DOG EXERCISE AREAS 
 
The following areas are designated dog exercise areas: 
 
�  The Ruruanga Stream reserve area upstream from Tamarangi 

Drive to Valley Road, including those areas of reserve known as 
the Stoneham Walk and the Ruruanga Gardens  

�  River reserves from Tamarangi Drive to Waterhouse Street, other 
than marked playing areas at Boyce Park 

�  Firmin Field, other than marked playing areas  
�  Lyn Hartley Reserve  
�  Tarawera Park, other than marked playing areas  
�  The reserve on the south west side of River Road between the road and the overflow stream, in the 

vicinity of the Water Supply Pumping Station, excluding Pat Baker Reserve 
�  Hilldale Reserve, other than children’s playground  
�  Stoneham Park, other than marked playing areas  
�  Those areas of public reserve being one chain wide (approximately 20 metres) along all waterways 
�  The reserve off Porritt Drive. 
 
Where any organised activity is being undertaken on playing fields and reserves, including specified dog 
exercise areas, dogs must be restrained as if in a public place.

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ENVIRONMENTAL HEALTH 

Food for Sale 

If you are proposing to sell food, then you must comply with the Food Hygiene Regulations 1974 to 
ensure your food handling practices are safe. 

This includes restaurants and cafes, burger bars, bakeries, dairies, supermarkets, mobile kitchens and 
even sausage sizzles. It is important to note that traveling food shops must operate in connection with a 
registered food premises.     

Compliance with food handling requirements is important in making sure we have a safe and healthy 
community. 

For further information please contact the Environmental Health Officer at the Council offices. 

Registration of Premises  

The Food Hygiene Regulations 1974 require food premises to be registered before food can be 
prepared, manufactured or sold.   It is an offence to operate unregistered food premises.   To obtain a 
Certificate of Registration, the premises must be checked by the Council's Environmental Health Officer 
to ensure they meet the required standards. 

Council will send out a reminder letter and application form before the due date each year for existing 
registered premises.   Council requires at least two annual inspections during the year.   Council's 
Environmental Health Officer will arrange inspections at convenient times for you. 

The current certificate must be displayed on the premises in public view. 

If you are looking into buying an existing food business, check with Council before finalising any 
purchase agreement.   You should be aware of any non-complying aspects and what is required to 
rectify them, otherwise you could find yourself responsible for the cost of upgrading the premises.   
Once you become the owner, it becomes your responsibility to ensure that the premises comply.   

If you are planning new food premises or alterations to existing premises, talk to Council's 
Environmental Health Officer early on.   There are a number of health standards to be met and Council 
can guide you through these.   Aside from the legal requirements, well-designed food premises will be 
easier to work in, easier to keep clean and in the long run be cheaper to term.

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FIRE RISK & PREVENTION 

A restricted fire season applies in the Kawerau District 
from 1 October to 30 April each year. The restricted fire 
season may be reduced or extended having regard to 
prevailing climatic conditions and associated fire risks. 
 
During restricted fire seasons, fire permits are required at 
any time for the lighting of fires in the open air. 
 
A prohibited fire season may be specified having regard 
to:  
�  Prevailing climatic conditions  
�  Assessed fire risks  
�  The opinions of the Fire Service  
�  Advice of the Rural Fire Officer (including the surrounding Fire District).  

 
The lighting of fires in the open air is prohibited during a prohibited fire season.   
 
Approved incinerators, barbeques and hangi or umu are not classified as fires in the open air and are 
permitted in any season. 
 
The District is regularly surveyed to identify fire hazard situations and to ensure that property owners keep 
sections mowed to prevent the development of fire hazards. 
 
At other times, an open fire season prevails when lighting of fires in the open air is neither prohibited nor 
restricted.

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GENERAL & BUILDING INSPECTION 
 
Building 
Most building work (as defined in the Building Act 2004) requires a 
building consent before you are allowed to start excavation or 
construction. A building consent ensures your plans and 
specifications comply with the New Zealand Building Code. All 
building work must comply with this Code and the relevant New 
Zealand Standards. 
 
Either before, or at the time you apply for a building consent, you will also need to obtain a Project 
Information Memorandum (PIM). The PIM identifies design elements required specifically for the proposed 
building works and whether, or not, you need resource consent. 
 
Types of activities requiring a building consent include: 
�  New houses, garages and carports  
�  Alterations and additions to houses  
�  Relocating a house  
�  Fencing of swimming pools 
�  Decks (over one metre high or under one metre high with a roof)  
�  Plumbing and drainage  
�  Fences over two metres in height.  

 
If you are unsure, check your proposal with Council’s General Inspector who can advise you on what you 
need to do.  
 
Provided that all the required information is supplied with the application, or the application does not 
require a resource consent, Council’s aim is to complete processing of building consent applications within 
20 working days.

A Land Information Memorandum (LIM) is a report that is prepared by Council in relation to matters 
affecting land and buildings on a particular property. 
 
Included in a LIM will be the following information: 
�  Any special feature of the land including potential erosion, falling debris, sinking, slipping, silting or 

build-up of land, flooding or likely hazardous pollutants known to the Council  
�  Private and public drains and easements known to Council  
�  Government valuation of the property and rates struck and owing for the current year. (Note: This will 

also include water rates where applicable)  
�  Council consents, certificates, notices, orders and requisitions affecting the land and any buildings on 

that land  
�  Zoning of the property and how the land can be used  
�  Certificates issued by a building certifier  
�  Any information that has been submitted to Council by other outside statutory organisations or network 

utility operators relating to the site or general locality.  
 
All requests for a LIM must be in writing. The LIM fee is $150.00 (including GST). Council has 10 working 
days from the date of receipt to action and complete a LIM.  For further information, contact the Council’s 
General Inspector. 
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HALLS AND FACILITIES 
 
Ron Hardie Recreation Centre 
 
The Ron Hardie Recreation Centre is a modern, multi-functional facility, with a large parking area. This 
substantial stadium is excellent for indoor sporting events, exhibitions and large entertainment functions 
and is used all year round. Badminton, basketball and volleyball are among the sporting codes which 
make good use of the Centre. It is also hired out for one-off events – examples include high profile events 
such as the New Zealand Darts’ Championships and a concert by international singer John Rowles, (who 
was born and raised in Kawerau and who now lives in the USA). 
 
The Ron Hardie Recreation Centre has a mezzanine level, an additional large meeting room and a 
kitchen. There is tiered seating for 360. 
 
The building is available for hire on a regular or casual basis.  
 
For bookings contact the Council. 
 
Concert Chamber 
 
The Concert Chamber is located in the town centre and can accommodate up to 250 people. It is ideal for 
wedding receptions, meetings, social functions and small exhibitions. Facilities include a small stage and 
wooden dance floor and a fully-equipped kitchen. The Concert Chamber is available for hire on a regular 
or casual basis.  
 
For bookings contact the Council. 
 
Town Hall 
 
One the town's longest-established buildings, the Town Hall can seat a maximum of 520 people. The 
Town Hall is mainly used for stage shows and has a large stage with dressing room facilities, spotlights, a 
tiled foyer/ticket box. There is also a kitchen and oil-fired heating.

LIBRARY SERVICE 
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Located in Jellicoe Court in the town centre. 
 
Opening Hours:  
Monday to Friday - 10.00am - 5.00pm 
Saturday -10.00am - 1.00pm. 
 
Library Membership Policy 
 
Membership of the Library is free for anyone who 
resides within the Kawerau District Council 
boundaries or is a ratepayer of the Kawerau District 
Council. 
 
If you are not a resident or ratepayer there is an 
annual fee of $25.00. Identification is required to 
obtain a Library card and you need to present your 
card when you take out books. Lost cards can be 
replaced at a cost of $2.00. 
 
To join, you must enrol at the Kawerau District 
Library by filling out a borrower application form. 
Three items per family may be borrowed at that time 
and your borrower’s card will then be posted out to 
you. When joining, you must show personal 
identification.  
 
Acceptable identification includes: 
 
�  Current New Zealand Driver Licence  
�  Current Passport  
�  Current Government ID  
�  Student ID.  
 
Conditions of Membership:  
 
�  Produce your Library card when using Library services and accept responsibility for its use 
�  Return all items borrowed by the due date 
�  Pay for overdue, damaged or lost item/s and any debt collection fees.  
�  Advise the Library of any change of address. 
�  Immediately contact the Library if your card is lost or stolen. You are responsible for item/s borrowed 

before the loss was reported 
�  Acknowledge the same responsibility for any child you have registered.  
 
Borrower Categories  
Adult 
 
Membership is free for adults aged 18 and over residing within the Kawerau District Council boundaries or 
is a ratepayer of the Kawerau District Council.    
 
Youth 
 
Membership is free for youth up to the age of 17 residing within the Kawerau District Council boundaries. A 
parent or legal guardian must sign the borrower application form accepting responsibility for the Library 
card.  
 
Non-Resident   
 
People who reside outside the Kawerau District Council boundaries and are not ratepayers of the Kawerau 
District Council must pay an annual fee of $25.00 for membership. 
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Educational Institution Borrowing  
 
Membership is free for educational institutions resident within the Kawerau District Council boundaries.  A 
letter of authorisation from the Principal of the educational institution accepting responsibility for use and 
debts must accompany borrower applications.  The membership is for school use only and must be 
renewed annually. 
 
Business Borrowing 
 
Membership is free for businesses resident within the Kawerau District Council boundaries. 
A Kawerau District Council rates notice and a letter of authorisation from the Principal of the business 
accepting responsibility for use and debts must accompany borrower applications.  The membership is for 
business use only and must be renewed annually. 
 
Library Services  
 
The Library has a range of services available, which includes: 
 
�  An online computer catalogue where all items are listed, including their location  
�  An information and reference service.  Ask at the Issue Desk, or phone the Library  
�  New books – Lists of new releases are available at the Issue Desk 
�  Staff Picks – Library staff make recommendations about their favourite reads  
�  My Time – You can contact the Library to book your own personalised "one on one" time – a free 

service  
�  Requests and reserves – books can be reserved or requested from other libraries for a small fee 
�  Internet access – EPIC / Fundview / Breakout databases. This service is free to Library members 
�  Photocopying – 20 cents per page  
�  Display area – A free service to community groups or organisations to promote their group or activity - 

booking is essential 
�  A housebound service for those physically unable to visit the Library is offered 
�  Holiday programmes and children’s activities  
�  Access to the Sir James Fletcher Kawerau Museum.

LIQUOR LICENSING 
 
The sale and supply of liquor to the public or any member of the public requires a licence under the Sale of 
Liquor Act 1989.  Council is an agency for the Liquor Licensing Authority in Wellington that issues licences. 
 
There are five types of liquor licences: 
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1. On Licence  
2. Off Licence  
3. Club Licence  
4. Special Licence 
5. BYO.  

 
The type of licence required is dependent upon the type of activity or business undertaken. 
 
There are two types of Manager’s certificates: 
 
1. General Manager  
2. Club Manager.  

 
An application is required to be completed, as well as any additional evidence or documentation you need 
to supply and the correct fee. In considering your application, Council will obtain reports from the Police 
and may obtain reports from a Medical Officer of Health. Your suitability as an applicant will also be 
considered at an interview between yourself and a Liquor Licensing Inspector. If the application requires 
public notification, there may be public objection. 
 
For further information, contact the Liquor Licensing Inspector during normal office hours. 
 
LIQUOR BAN 
 
The objective of the Liquor Ban is to minimise the potential for offensive and inappropriate behaviour in 
public places, protect the public from nuisance and protect, promote and maintain public health and safety.  
The Bylaw is made under the powers granted by Part 8 of the Local Government Act 2002. 
 
Unless authorised by Kawerau District Council, the prohibited Liquor areas are highlighted below 
and are as follows: 
�  Kawerau Town Centre bounded by and including Islington Street, Onslow Street and Plunket Street 
�  From Onslow Street by the Navalmen’s Club to Prideaux Park including the Ron Hardie Recreation 

Centre (including the circus paddock, BMX track and skateboard park) 
�  From the Pinelands Hotel into the Town Centre (including Liverpool Street and Islington Street) 
�  The Stoneham Walk Reserve through to Valley Road 
�  The Reserve opposite the Tamarangi Drive/Islington Street intersection. 
 

 
NOISE CONTROL 
 
What is Noise? 
 
The Resource Management Act 1991 describes noise  
as any sound that is not appreciated. 
 
The Resource Management Act 1991  is designed to:   
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�  Protect people from unreasonable or excessive noise 
�  Provide effective noise control in our community 
�  Protect the rights of people and industry to make a reasonable level of noise and 
�  Allow the public, the Local Authority and the Police to work together to control noise. 

 
Everyone is Responsible for the noise he/she makes.  
 
The Act points out that it is your duty not to make noise that disturbs or upsets other persons.  Please 
remember that Kawerau has many people working shifts who sleep during the day. 
 
Council Policy 
 
Kawerau District Council has adopted the following policy on Noise Control: 
 
“Council policy is that residents are entitled to enjoy an environment that, as far as practicable, is free 
from unreasonable or excessive noise; that in cases of unreasonable or excessive noise the strongest 
possible action is taken to reduce/remove the noise and prevent a recurrence of any noise situation.” 
 
To give effect to this policy, the following procedures have been adopted: 
 
Council has engaged a contractor to act as an Enforcement Officer under the Resource Management 
Act 1991. 
 
1. On receiving any noise complaint the Enforcement Officer will visit the location of the complaint 

and assess whether the noise is “excessive”. 
 

If the noise is excessive the Enforcement Officer will issue a “noise direction” requiring the noise 
to be stopped/reduced.  This direction will apply for 72 hours. 

 
2. If the noise direction is ignored or breached, the Enforcement Officer, with Police assistance, may 

enter the premises and seize or make inoperable, the source of the noise. 
 
3. Additionally, Council may fine those who breach noise directions up to $500 each.  This includes 

not only the host or person owning the equipment making the noise, but those who know about 
the noise direction and who are present when the direction is breached. 

 
4. In cases where there are habitual or frequent breaches of the laws on noise, Council may obtain 

permanent abatement notices.  These carry the risk of higher fines (up to $10,000) if breached, 
and the risk of immediate seizures of equipment. 

 
Council is not obliged to return seized equipment and generally withholds any seized equipment 
for 6 months. 

 
REMEMBER 

 
Council cannot act on noise complaints after the ev ent.  To be 
effective, the noise control policy requires that n oise complaints 
be telephoned to (07) 306 9009 while the noise is a  problem. 
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PARKS AND RESERVES 
 
Prideaux Park (Plunket Street) 
Our most central sports ground is located off Plunket Street. A mere five minute walk from the shopping 
centre, this picturesque reserve, with a variety of attractive, mature trees around the perimeter is used 
year-round for a wide range of sporting activities and community events. It is used for cricket, athletics, 
netball, outdoor bowls, marching, dog shows etc.  
 
Facilities here include: 
�  Athletics track (400 metres, 6 lanes) 
�  Long jump pits (sand) 
�  Netball & basketball courts 
�  Cricket wicket (artificial) 
�  Free motor home site  
�  Effluent Dump Site.  
 
Prideaux Park is the home of cricket, harriers and athletics in Kawerau. Adjacent to Prideaux Park there 
are bowling greens, a recreation centre, BMX and skateboarding track and our town’s heated swimming 
pool complex. 
 
Tarawera Park (Cobham Drive) 
Our largest sports ground, Tarawera Park caters for a wide range of sporting codes including rugby, touch 
rugby, soccer and rugby league and is especially suitable for large events and tournaments. This 
picturesque park is situated at the south end of the town and is bordered by the Tarawera River. The main 
access is from Cobham Drive.  
 
Facilities include: 
 
�  Rugby fields with practise lighting 
�  Two rugby clubrooms owned by local organisations, an ablution block& toilet block 
�  Practice area (with lighting). 
 
Stoneham Park (Peter Lippa Drive) 
Large open space, previously used for soccer. 
 
Boyce Park (Tamarangi Drive/River Road intersection ) 
Located by the Tarawera River at the Tamarangi Drive/River Road intersection, this was the first park to be 
established in Kawerau. The Kawerau Judo Club and other martial arts groups use the building on the 
reserve. 
 
Firmin Field (South end of Waterhouse Street at the  base of Mt. Putauaki) 
The Kawerau Sports and Cultural Club has its clubrooms and a playing field here, (with lights for evening 
training sessions). The Kawerau Scout Hall is also located at Firmin Field. 
 
Monika Lanham Reserve   
Monika Lanham Reserve is currently being redeveloped and planted in native trees and shrubs. Two of the 
town water supply reservoirs are on this reserve. A number of walking tracks cross the reserve and link 
opposite sides of the town.  An informative brochure is available. 
 
Other Reserves 
Several smaller reserves throughout the town provide passive recreation areas within easy walking 
distance of most homes. These include the Lyn Hartley Reserve off Ward Street, and the Waterhouse 
Street Reserve on the north side of Waterhouse Street, adjacent to the Tarawera River. The Waterhouse 
Street Reserve includes a jogging track and fitness trail.   The Hilldale Reserve has been developed as a 
passive reserve and is the only authorised golf practice area in the town.

PICNIC AREAS & WALKWAYS  
 
Kawerau has several very pleasant walks.  A free map detailing these is available from the Information 
Centre.   
 
Stoneham Walk 
 
This walk is only a hop, skip and jump from the town centre and is a place of rare beauty.  Its catalyst is the 
stunningly-beautiful Ruruanga Stream, which meanders lazily through Stoneham Glade, where a stone 
bridge, scented gardens, wildflowers and plantings of herbs can make you feel like you’re in fairyland. The 
walk takes you through groves of native and exotic trees and shrubs, past places where trout can be 
caught, where children splash about in swimming holes in summer and where families love to picnic. 
  
Don’t be surprised if you stumble upon a bridal party along the way, because this is a favourite venue for 
wedding photographs.  
 
Stoneham Walk can be accessed from Bell Street, Kirk Crescent, Opunoke Drive, Blundell Avenue or 
Fenton Mill Road.  
 
For people with disabilities and for wedding cars, the Council will open the gates at Fenton Mill Road by 
prior arrangement. For this service, contact the Council. 
 
Tarawera River Margins Walk 
 
This stunning walk provides a link to Tarawera Forest from State Highway 34, from the Tamarangi Drive 
Bridge, via Kawerau College, Waterhouse Street to the golf course and over the town water supply pipe 
bridge to the Tarawera Forest. From this point the walk extends towards the Tarawera Falls, but stops 
some distance short of the fall.

These newly-renovated, centrally-located public toilets are located at the Information Centre on Plunket 
Street, across the road from Prideaux Park.  Opening hours are 8.00am to 4.00pm daily. 
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RATES INFORMATION 
 
Ratepayers are advised that the rating information database and rates records of Council are available for 
public inspection during ordinary office hours (8.00am – 5.00pm) at the District Office, Ranfurly Court, 
Kawerau.  Ratepayers have the right to object to any of the information referred to in the Local 
Government (Rating) Act 2002 that is included in the rating information database and rates records of 
Council. 
 
MATTERS USED TO DETERMINE DIFFERENTIAL & TARGETED R ATE CATEGORIES 
 
�  Capital Value of the property for the General Rate 
�  Provision or availability of the property of a service provided by Council for Uniform Annual Charges 
�  Area of land within rating unit for the Environment Bay of Plenty Tarawera River Rate 
�  Land Value of the property for the Environment Bay of Plenty General Rate 
�  The General Rate is differentiated by the zone in which the property is situated. 
 
INSTALMENT DATES 
 
Please contact the District Office for the dates, or alternatively, these are printed on the back of the rates 
invoices. 
 
RATES PENALTY POLICY – RATES INSTALMENTS 
 
Council will impose a 10% penalty on any part of a rates instalment that is not paid by the Due Date 
specified on the Rates invoice. 
 
RATES PENALTY POLICY – RATES ARREARS 
 
In each rating year, Council will impose a 10% penalty on any previous years’ rates that remain 
outstanding on 1 October and a further 10% penalty on any portion of this amount, including any previous 
arrears penalties, that remain outstanding on 1 April. 
 
PAYMENT METHODS 
 

Rates may be paid by cash, EFT-POS, or cheque at the District Office, Ranfurly Court, Kawerau between 
the hours of 8:00am and 5:00pm, Monday to Friday, or by posting a cheque to Kawerau District Council, 
Private Bag, Kawerau 3169. 

 
Payments can also be made using Automatic Payments or Direct Debit.  Please check with Council staff 
before setting up this payment option to avoid delays with your payment reaching us. 
 
ENVIRONMENT BAY OF PLENTY RATES 
 
Council collects rates on behalf of Environment Bay of Plenty.   For further information, contact 
Environment Bay of Plenty on 0800 368 267. 
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REFUSE DISPOSAL 
 
The District’s transfer station is accessed off River Road and is operated by Contractors.  Contact the 
Landfill Kiosk for details of charges, phone (07) 323 9035. 
 
Landfill Hours and Charges 
 
The Landfill is open every day except Christmas Day from 12 noon to 4.00pm.  All Kawerau residents are 
issued with an access card.  Non card-holders will pay $2.00 more for each category. 
 
Refuse Collection 
 
A weekly household refuse collection is currently provided by Council. 
 
Each property is issued with the following bins:  
 
�  A 60-litre green bin without a lid  

(This is collected weekly and is for recycled material only). 
 
�  A 60-litre grey wheelie bin 

(This is collected weekly and is for residual rubbish only). 
 
�  A 240-litre green wheelie bin 

(This is collected every two weeks and is for green waste only). 
 
Bins should be out by the kerbside by 7.30am to ensure collection. 
 
What is green waste ? 
 
Green waste is grass clippings, tree prunings, weeds etc.  Your green waste bin won't be collected if it 
contains anything else or weighs more than 80kgs. 
 
What is residual waste ? 
 
Residual waste is all of the rubbish that isn't suitable for your other bins. 
 
Replacement bins 
 
If you need a replacement bin, contact the Council. 
 
While all residents have been provided with one refuse disposal bin, additional bins can also be obtained 
by paying a further collection fee.  To make this arrangement speak to one of the Customer Services staff 
at the Council. 
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RESOURCE MANAGEMENT 
 
Resource management is governed by the Resource Management Act 1991 (RMA). The purpose of the 
RMA is to promote the sustainable management of natural and physical resources, as defined in the Act. 
 
Council is required to prepare a District Plan under the RMA. The District Plan is the main document that 
manages land use and development within the Kawerau District.  
 
Its purpose is to assist Council to carry out its functions in order to achieve the purpose of the RMA. 
 
The District Plan controls building development and other land use activities and subdivision. If you intend 
to undertake building work or land use activities or subdivision, the District Plan contains rules that may 
affect your proposal. In some cases, you may need to obtain a resource consent before you proceed. 
 
The District Plan addresses such matters as: 

�  Control of effects of the use, development, or protection of land through zoning provisions and 
other rules  

�  Standards for the erection of buildings (height, yards, coverage etc) 
�  Natural hazards  
�  Storage and use of hazardous substances  
�  Noise 
�  Heritage protection.  
 

Council also has environmental monitoring responsibilities and must take account of regional and national 
policy statements in preparing and administering the District Plan. 
 
For further information contact the Manager, Regulatory & Planning. 
 
 
SCHOOL HOLIDAY PROGRAMME 
 
Council contracts Kawerau Blue Light Ventures Inc. to run a School Holiday Programme during each of the 
four school holidays throughout the year for 7 to 14-year-old children and for younger children with 
parental participation. 
 
The Programme runs for three hours daily, although some activities may occupy a full day. During the 
Christmas school holidays the Programme runs for two weeks, sometime after the statutory holiday period.  
During the other school holidays, the Programme runs daily (Monday to Friday) for two weeks. 
 
There is an activity fee charge per child per day to cover administration costs. In addition, full day outings 
are subject to charges determined by the operators. 
 
Activities are categorised as follows: 
 
CREATIVE ART:  Cooking, Making Crafts, Colouring-In Competitions, Hair Styling, Body Art, 

Fabric Design, Recycled Art day etc. 
SPORTS DAY: Touch Rugby, Netball, Soccer, Basketball, Ripper Rugby, Tennis, Golf, BMX 

Competition, Skateboard Competition etc. 
BIG DAY OUT:  Whakatane Aquatic Centre, McDonalds, The Movies, Chipmunks, Mt. 

Maunganui Wave Pool. 
FUN @ THE POOL: Leap Frog, Diving Competition, Horizontal Bungy, Human Ten Pin, Treasure 

Hunt etc. 
 
Details are published in the local paper (Kawerau Voice) before the start of each holiday and in local 
primary school newsletters. The full School Holiday Programme is available from Blue Light in Jellicoe 
Court.  For further details contact the Administration Assistant at the Council. 
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SPORTS FIELDS & PAVILIONS 
 
Council manages three sports pavilions:-  
 
1. The Netball/Tennis Pavilion 
The Netball/Tennis Pavilion is adjacent to the netball courts on Plunket Street and is used by the Netball 
Club during the winter season. The tennis courts are open for use during the summer. 
 
2. Prideaux Park Pavilion 
The Prideaux Park Pavilion is adjacent to the Bowling Club on Prideaux Park, is used by the Harriers and 
Athletics Clubs and is available for hire on a casual basis. 
 
3. Tarawera Park Pavilion 
The Tarawera Park Pavilion is located on Tarawera Park, is the largest sports field and is predominantly 
used for rugby and league.  The Pavilion has a set of changing rooms for teams using the Park which is 
available for hire.  A great venue for large sports tournaments. 
 
Sports fields & Pavilion Toilets are available at all sports fields and keys for access to these facilities are 
available when applying for use of a sports field for a fee. 
 
Casual use is welcomed.  Bookings for seasonal use should be made at the Council. 
 
How to book facilities:  
All bookings can be made at the Council by phoning (07) 306 9009.   A refundable facility bond of $200.00 
is payable when buildings are hired. 
 
 
WATER SUPPLY 
In 2003 and 2004, Kawerau's water was judged the best-tasting municipal supply water in a national 
competition. 
 
Kawerau’s water supply comes from two springs. There are also two wells which are used during summer 
when the supply from the springs is insufficient to meet local demand. 
 
The water is treated using Ultra Violet (UV) light and is corrected for pH. The UV destroys only bugs 
present in the supply.  The reticulation water is tested weekly for contamination and a full chemical 
analysis is carried out annually. If contamination is found in the reticulation, the water is treated with small 
amounts of chlorine for two weeks, or until it tests clear again.  The domestic water supply is not metered. 
 
Water Use 
People in Kawerau use about 1,600 cubic metres of water each year, which is more per head of population 
than many other communities.  At times during the summer, demand exceeds supply. Once Council 
advises people to restrict their use, consumption usually falls, so there is no need to impose full 
restrictions.  The resource is not unlimited, so if you have leaking taps or run sprinklers for very long 
periods, it is a cost to the Community.  If you see water flowing in a street, or somewhere it doesn't 
normally flow, please contact the Council immediately.  
 
Turning Off Your Water 
Water is supplied to each house separately. If you want to turn your supply off there is a valve near the 
boundary line between the road and your property.  To find the valve, look for the white paint on the kerb 
outside your property. The valve will be about 500mm below the ground under a small aluminium lid. If you 
can't find the valve, or have trouble turning it off, please contact the Council. 
 
 
STORMWATER 
Council has a network of underground pipes which dispose of surface water from the roads. At times of 
heavy rain there may be some minor flooding because grates block up with leaves or other debris. Usually 
the flooding is short-lived and any blockages are cleared as soon as possible. If you notice flooding please 
report it to the Council. 
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Wastewater  
 
All houses are connected to an underground network of pipes for the disposal of wastewater.  The section 
of pipe between a building and the main, which is within the property boundary, belongs to the property 
owner. If you are putting down a concrete driveway or path, you will need to make sure it does not go over 
any pipes. If you are unsure where your underground pipes are located, the Council may be able to help 
you.  
 
The pipes outside a property boundary are Council's responsibility. If you are building, please contact the 
Council in the planning stage to ensure that wastewater pipes will not impact on your proposed building 
site.  Some properties have manholes within their boundaries. These need to be kept clear as Council may 
require access to them from time to time to maintain the wastewater network. 
 
Blockages 
 
If your toilet is blocked, you will need to take the following action: 

�  Contact your neighbours on either side to see if they have the same problem. 
�  If your neighbours' toilets are also blocked, contact the Council as the blockage is likely to be in the 

main Council line. Council will clear the blockage. 
�  If your neighbours' toilets are not blocked, then the blockage is probably in a pipe within your 

boundary. You will need to call and pay for a plumber to clear the line. 
 
ZERO WASTE 
 
The Council has a Zero Waste policy. This means residents are encouraged to: 
 

Recycle as much as possible 

�  Minimise the amount of residual waste which goes to the landfill. 
 
The aim of Zero Waste is to cut down on the amount of waste each household produces with the ultimate 
goal of eliminating waste entirely. 
 
The residual waste generated is transported out of the District to another landfill. 
 
As part of its programme for Zero Waste, Council encouraged the introduction of worm farms in all of its 
District’s schools. Council is also working with some businesses to help them reduce waste. 
 
If you wish to know more about Zero Waste, contact the Council. 
 
What is recyclable material? 
 
Recyclable materials are things that can be recycled.  They include clean paper, clean cardboard, clean 
tins and aluminium cans, glass bottles and plastics - types 1 and 2 (milk and soft drink bottles).
